6/1/15 Letter from PETA to NIH Office of the Director



June 1, 2015

Dear

I am writing on behalf of People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals (PETA) and our
more than 3 million members and supporters to share some very disturbing information
about Primate Products, Inc. ("PPI"), a company from which the National Institutes of
Health (NIH) has purchased nonhuman primates to be used in experiments, as recently
as 2014 (see attached). The NIH and the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious
Diseases’ Rocky Mountain Laboratories have also purchased primate restraint
equipment from PPI,

An eight-month PETA eyewitness investigation has documented systemic neglect and
violent handling of monkeys at PPI. PETA’s footage documents horrific conditions at
the Florida facility, where sick and injured monkeys were sometimes denied adequate
veterinary care and forced to live in filthy, barren, and dangerous conditions. Some
monkeys paced in circles and rocked from side to side from boredom and stress.
Workers sometimes failed to separate monkeys who were attacked by aggressive
cagemates, leaving them with exposed bone, bite wounds, and hair loss. The eyewitness
video shows workers holding monkeys with protruding rectal tissue—which can be a
sign of extreme distress—and crudely shoving the tissue back into their bodies.

Workers routinely grabbed monkeys by the tails, which not only is stressful but also can
cause severe and irreversible nerve pain. Although temperatures dipped to 35 degrees,
most monkeys kept outside were denied heat throughout the winter. Monkeys were
found dead inside buildings, and a monkey was found dead of suspected hypothermia in
an outdoor enclosure. Pens' floors were sometimes covered with days' worth of old food
and accumulated waste, and PPI's failing water pump sometimes left thirsty monkeys
shaking empty dispensers in search of water.

PPI is currently under investigation by the U.S. Department of Agriculture, to which we
presented our initial findings. PETA has also filed complaints with the National
Institutes of Health and the Occupational Safety & Health Administration.

Based on this information, we urge you to investigate this matter and decide whether or

not you wish to continue your business relationship with PPI. May I hear from you as

Dear Ms. Fisher,

I am following up on my e-mail from June 1, 2015, to update you on the situation with Primate
Products, Inc. (PPI). After PETA shared its documentation with the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA), a team of six USDA inspectors conducted a three-day inspection of the
Florida facility and cited PPI for at least 25 violations of animal-welfare regulations in reports
here and here. The citations include the following:

«  Monkeys suffered with fully or partially missing fingers or tails due to injuries resulting
from being housed with incompatible pen-mates;

«  PPI workers performed surgeries on monkeys in filthy conditions and performed painful
procedures without anesthesia;

« PPI workers crudely ripped out monkeys’ teeth by hand;

»  Monkeys were afflicted with severe frostbite after being housed in freezing conditions
with no heat;

»  Monkeys experienced hair loss due to stress or fighting; and

«  PPI workers violently chased and grabbed monkeys, causing pain and injury to the
animals.

The USDA has also taken the rare step of opening an investigation into PPI.

Based on the above, I reiterate my request that you investigate this matter and decide whether

you wish to continue your business relationship with PPI. May I hear from vou as soon as
possible about this urgent matter?
